The nominee should have graduated from the Elementary and/or High School at St. 
Agnes’ Academy with at least four (4) years residency, from 1923 to 2002. 

Criteria:

• Education  
• Science & Technology 
• Medicine  
• Business and Industry 
• Social Development  and Advocacy 
• Sports, Music, Media 
• Environment and Agriculture

• the endeavor shows consistency and continuity over a period of time  

• the impact  in the lives of people and the community can be recognized
